As readers and authors we will:

Be reading a variety of texts including those linked to
our topic. We will be writing a non-chronological report.

We will look at a variety of grammar features including
those linked to our writing genre.

As mathematicians we will:

Be looking at the perimeter of simple shapes,
converting between measures and short multiplication.
We will also continue o practise our written methods
and the most efficient methods of addition and
subtraction. We will be estimating and checking

strategies.
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As scientists we will:

Learn how vibrations cause sounds and how sounds
travel. We will learn about how sounds are made,
carrying out demonstrations of vibrations. We will
explore pitch, and make a string telephone, and will use
this to investigate how sounds change over distance.
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As athletes we will:

Continue to develop our fundamental movement
skills focussing on jumping and landing and seated
balance. We will also be developing our social skills
and working well fogether in teams. We have the
opportunity to create a class dance looking at
telling a story through movement.
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As historians and geographers we will:

Be looking at the key physical features of the USA
and the way the land is inhabited. We will also look at
its location in the world and the time zones it lies in.
We will learn about people who live in the USA,
comparing them to how we live. Using a variety of
compass points, we will navigate our way around this
wonderful country.

As musicians we will:

Be learning about changes in pitch, tempo and
dynamics. We will be singing in tfune and in harmony
with others, with developing breath control.

We will also be explaining how a

piece of music makes us feel, with
some use of musical terminology, and
creating then performing a piece
with a varietv of ostinatos.

As linguists we will:

Be continuing to build on new vocabulary we learn
and how to use new phrases in different situations.

As members of our community we will:

Be looking at living in the wider world and how people
can inspire us.
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As artists and designers we will:

Be continuing to work on our skills and create
drawings, focusing on ftone, proportion, shading and
composition.
