As scientists we will be:  
• Identifying and labelling parts of different 

animals, including birds, fish, mammals and 

reptiles.  

• Organising, sorting and categorising different 

animals based on their features, diets and 

habitats.  

• Categorising Animals in different ways 

• Categorising Dinosaurs – Herbivores, Carnivores, 

Omnivores.  

• Identifying skeletons of dinosaurs, including teeth 

and jaws!  

• Taking part in practical investigations to ask 

questions about the world around us and make 

predictions.

• Finding answers to questions about the past in 

different ways? 
• Comparing different versions of events and 

discussing the reliability of sources? 
• Creating a fact file about a significant person from 

the past? 
 

 

As mathematicians we will be:  
• Counting, reading and writing numbers up to 50, using a 

range of resources to make numbers with tens and ones. 

Resources such as tens, ones and numicon will be used. 

This includes partitioning numbers and using a number 

line.  

• Measuring length and height using objects, including 

rulers and tape measure. 

• Estimating and comparing length and height.  

• Understanding what the words heavier and lighter mean, 

putting this into practice by weighing different objects and 

comparing the mass and volume. 

• Investigating capacity and volume using a variety of 

objects to hold liquid.  

• Developing our ability to orally explain how we found an
